This print, Rainbow Room, is from a group of over two hundred linocuts,
loosely titled “Diary of a Printmaker” by Wuon-Gean Ho. Wuon-Gean
started making this series of prints in 2016 to send her father who was
living in a care home, to bring him stories and conversations from the
wider world. His previous love of swimming, a lifetime working with
animals, his enjoyment of nature and fondness for food — tempered with
an absurd sense of humor — drove many of the themes which she chose
to depict in her works.

The protagonist is the artist herself, playing the part of the joker and
commentator on absurd scenarios in modern day life. Many of the
images have hidden narratives which reward a persistent viewer. Wuon-
Gean talks of funny moments in swimming pool changing rooms, and
how we are sometimes overwhelmed by the screen. Rainbow Room
talks of being an artist from a single rented room in a shared flat in the
big city. Some prints speak of the challenges in life: the seriousness

and satire of working as a veterinarian; or of being an outsider to the
establishment. When Covid struck, the series evolved to comment on
those strange times.

This year, she will have a solo show called “The Heart’s Sight” in the
University at Buffalo.

Japanese Pronunciation Guide
Consonants
Japanese consonant sounds are pronounced pretty much the same as

English consonants with the exception of the letter "r."

Try placing the
tongue softly just behind the teeth, as if you were saying "la," and make
a sound half way between r and I. It should take hardly any effort to say.
The "r" in the word "baren" uses this sound.

Vowels

While English has at least cighteen vowel sounds, Japanese has only five:

Memories of Steven Muioz

It was with great sadness that we learned of the death of Steven
Mufioz on February 13, 2023. Steven was a long-time friend of
McClain's and an amazing artist, printmaker, community organizer
and master gardener. We always enjoyed catching up with him at
conferences where we would frequently cross paths; he seemed to
approach everything in life with kindness and a smile.

In addition to his practice as an artist, Steven served as the director of
the Lee Arts Center for twelve years. In 2016 he made the decision to
focus on his personal practice, Midway Bee Press (midwaybee.com).
He took this name from Hesiod's Works and Days, "The earth bore
much substance, on the mountains the oak at its top yielded acorns
and midway bees." Steven was a staunch advocate for pollinators and
bees in particular. You can certainly see this in his artwork, but also
through his love of gardening, He shared this passion generously with
friends through the non-profit City Blossoms, where he volunteered
and served on the board of directors.

Though we frequently saw Steven at print conferences we were
excited to learn that he would participate in Exquisite Gorge, a local
event we sponsored at the Maryhill Museum of Art in 2019.The
museum led a collaborative printmaking project featuring eleven
woodcut artists from around the country working with communities
along 220 miles of the Columbia River. Each artist, including Steven,
collaborated with a specific community on this stretch of river to
carve 4 x 6 ft wood panels. The project culminated in a huge event at
the Maryhill Museum where each panel was connected end-to-end
and printed using a steamroller. The final print was a 66' long and

it was amazing to see the artists and community stakeholders come
together for this huge undertaking,

In his artist's statement for his solo show "On a Wing and a Prayer,"
Steven said, "At first glance, my work appears scenic and bucolic,
but upon closer examination, themes of man against nature, life and
death, and social commentary on environmental issues are revealed
to the observer. ... I believe in the integrity of art as a means for
sharing thoughts and ideas."

Seeing Steven’s artwork really is a pleasure. His passion for bees, his
artistic and printmaking skills, and his sense of humor show in every
print. He will be dearly missed.

Made by Togituna, master craftsmen in Japan, using techniques passed
down for generations, these hand-forged blades are some of the only
tools in the world designed specifically to carve yama sakura, the hard
mountain cherry traditionally used for Moku Hanga. The material
choice, blade geometry, bevel angle and handle design all reflect this
legacy of artisans honing their craft for centuries.

Futatsu Wari blades are made of high-carbon #2 Blue steel forge-
welded by hand to wrought iron, which provides both an extremely
sharp cutting edge and a tool that can be easily sharpened. Compared
to Josei or Namisei tools, these blades are more robust and they work
exceptionally well on any carving substrate from hardwoods like cherry
to softer woods like Shina plywood. Komasuki have a deeper U shape
compared to MaruTo and Aisuki have a bull-nose or fan shaped tip so
they glide more easily through wood compared to Hira To. The blades
are approximately 8cm (3 1/s") in length and are designed to be re-
sharpened, repositioned, and eventually replaced.

Futatsu Wari handles are made of kaba (birch). The brass ferrule can be
removed, allowing the handle to swivel open to reveal the blade within.
The brass ferrule on the Hangi To can also be removed so the blade

will slip out of the groove that holds it in place. The total length of the
assembled tool is approximately 12.5cm (5") and the end of the handle
is rounded to fit comfortably into the hand when held in the traditional
Japanese two-handed grip (see upper left).

The blades of Nomi tools are made of the highest quality hand-forged
steel, and the handles are lacquered kashi (Japanese oak), one of the
strongest and most durable woods grown in Japan.

Maru Nomi (u-gouges) and Soai Nomi (chisels) are designed
specifically for cutting cherry blocks used in Moku Hanga and are
excellent for clearing non-image areas with speed and efficiency.
While these tools resemble sculptural chisels, their blade geometry
and bevel angle are fashioned to perform exacting maneuvers on the
flat, horizontal surface of a printing block.

Maru and Soai Nomi are the only tools traditionally used with a kizuchi
(wooden mallet). The metal ring at the base of the tool preserves the
handle when it is tapped with a mallet. They measure approximately
21cm (8%") in length.

Kento Nomi is a specialized tool designed to make kento (registration
marks) by hand. In the days of Ukiyo-e printmaking, this was the only
tool used by the printer instead of the carver.

The handles of the tools are made of hinoki (Japanese cypress) and are
manufactured in two parts to ensure the blades are mounted straight. The
oval shape of the handles is comfortable to hold and helps the carver find
the correct position for cutting. They are also less apt to roll off the table.
The blades have an anti-rust coating of shellac, so if you live in a rust-prone
arca like Hawaii or Florida they may be a good choice for you. The coating
can easily be removed by honing or with a solvent, but it will also be
gradually polished from the tip of the blade through the carving process.
Aogami HiraTo come with a bull-nose shape similar to our FutatsuWari
Aisuki (professional bull-nose chisel). The exception is the 15.0mm Aogami
HiraTo which is kept straight so it can be used to carve Kento registration
marks. The total length of these tools is about 8 inches. Made for hand-
carving only, not for use with a mallet.

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Getting Started

Below is a checklist of suggested supplies for making relief prints in either the western or Japanese (Moku Hanga) style. Transferring the image to the block
and carving are basically the same with both styles of printmaking, The two methods differ in how they are printed. In general, with Moku Hanga, water-
based inks are transferred and spread out on the block using brushes, and prints are pulled using a handheld pad called a baren. With Western style woodcut or
linocut printmaking, oil-based inks are applied to the block using a brayer, and prints are pulled using a printing press. A wooden spoon or baren can be used
to pull the print but usually less ink will transfer to the paper. Modifying the ink with tack reducer and using lightweight paper helps.
